Purpose: 

This MWR Storage Unit Usage Agreement (“AGREEMENT”) is between OWNER and OCCUPANT for the storage of OCCUPANT’S personal property at the OWNER’S storage facility located at or near Building 411 Goldstone Road, Fort Irwin, CA 92310. 

RECITALS
A. Whereas, OCCUPANT wishes to store personal property at the location of OWNER’S storage facility. 

B.  Whereas, OWNER wishes to rent storage space to OCCUPANT for the purposes of storing personal property, and for no other purpose. 
C.  Whereas, OWNER and OCCUPANT wish to agree upon what should be done with OCCUPANT’s personal property in the event the OCCUPANT does not pay rent for a period of time, defined in the AGREEMENT. 
D.  Whereas, the parties desire to enter into this agreement under the terms and conditions set forth herein. 

The Parties hereby agree as follows:
AGREEMENT
1.    RECITALS
1.1  The recitals are hereby incorporated into this AGREEMENT by reference. 
2. DATE AND DURATION.

2.1 This Agreement shall be effective on the ____ day of _____________, 20__, and shall continue in full force and effect for a period of one calendar year from that date, unless earlier terminated. This AGREEMENT shall renew for one year periods unless terminated under the conditions of this agreement.
2.2  OWNER may cancel its participation in this AGREEMENT at any time, upon ten (10) days written notice to the OCCUPANT.  OCCUPANT may cancel its participation in this AGREEMENT if and only if all rent and fees are paid in full, upon ten (10) days written notice to the OWNER. 
3.  OCCUPANT’S RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
3.1  ASSIGNMENT. OCCUPANT shall not assign this AGREEMENT without written consent of OWNER.  

3.2  SUBLEASE.  OCCUPANT shall not sublease all or any part of the space, or permit any other person to occupy or use space. 
3.3  RENTAL RATE. Storage Unit will be rented at the rate of $__________ per month commencing on  ______ and every month thereafter paid in advance on the first day of the month. 
3.4  LATE FEE. Any payment delinquent more than ten days will incur a $10 late fee. 
3.5  PROHIBITED ITEMS. OCCUPANT shall not store any of the following: flammable items, explosives, perishable items, firearms, hazardous items, liquids, or any items prohibited by law.  

3.6  CHANGE IN RENTAL RATES. The rental rate specified above is valid for a six-month period commencing on the date of this AGREEMENT. Commencing the seventh month, OWNER may change the rate by notifying OCCUPANT at least 10 days prior to the rate change.
3.7  TERMINATION FOR BREACH OF AGREEMENT. The failure of OCCUPANT to comply with any term or condition contained herein shall constitute a breach of this AGREEMENT. In the event that OCCUPANT breaches this Agreement by failing to comply with any term or condition contained herein, other than by nonpayment of rent, OWNER may, at OWNER’S sole option, immediately terminate this Agreement. 
3.8  ALTERNATE ADDRESS.  Pursuant to the California Self Service Storage Facility Act (Business and Professions Code Sections 1700-21716), you are requested to give the name and address of another person to whom the preliminary lien notice and the subsequent notices required to be given under the act may be sent. If you give the name and address of another person as requested, notices will be sent to you at the address designated by you. If you do not give the name and address of another person, notices will be sent only to you at your last-known address. Your failure to provide an alternative address will not affect the OWNER’S remedies under this AGREEMENT or under any provision of Law.

3.9  WAIVER.  OWNER’s failure to enforce OCCUPANT’s breach of this AGREEMENT does not constitute a waiver of any subsequent breach.

4.  OWNER’S RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES
OWNER agrees to rent to OCCUPANT 1 (one) space located at or near Building 411 Goldstone Road, Fort Irwin, CA 92310. 
4.1 NONPAYMENT OF RENT.  If any part of the rent or other charges due from an OCCUPANT remains unpaid for 14 consecutive days, OWNER may terminate the right of the OCCUPANT to the use of the storage space by sending a notice to the OCCUPANT’s last known address and to the alternative address provided in this AGREEMENT. 
4.2  NOTICE TO OCCUPANT AFTER NONPAYMENT OF RENT.  OWNER may send notice by certified mail, postage prepaid, or by regular first-class mail if the OWNER obtains a certificate of mailing indicating the date the notice was mailed. The notice will contain all of the following:

   (a) An itemized statement of the OWNER’s claim showing the sums due at the time of the notice and the date when the sums became due.

   (b) A statement that the OCCUPANT’s right to use the storage space will terminate on a specified date (not less than 14 days after the mailing of the notice) unless all sums due are paid by the OCCUPANT prior to the specified date.

   (c) A statement that the OCCUPANT may be denied access to the storage space after the termination date if the sums are not paid and that an OWNER’s lien may be imposed thereafter.

   (d) The name, street address, and telephone number of the OWNER or his or her designated agent whom the OCCUPANT may contact to respond to the notice.

4.3  LIEN AGAINST PERSONAL PROPERTY OF OCCUPANT.  As authorized by the California Self-Service Storage Facility Act, OWNER and his or her heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns have a lien upon all personal property located at the storage unit facility for rent, labor, late payment fees, or other charges, present or future, incurred pursuant to this AGREEMENT and for expenses necessary for the preservation, sale, or disposition of personal property subject to this AGREEMENT.  The lien may be enforced consistent with the provisions in this AGREEMENT.

4.4  ACTION BY OWNER AFTER NOTICE OF LIEN.  After notice has been sent as required by 4.2 and the total sum due has not been paid within 14 days of the termination date specified in the preliminary lien notice, the lien imposed by this AGREEMENT attaches as of that date and OWNER may do any or all of the following:

   (1) Deny OCCUPANT access to the space.

   (2) Enter the space.

   (3) Remove any property found therein to a place of safekeeping.

4.5  NOTICE BY OWNER AFTER DENIAL OF ACCESS, ENTERING SPACE, OR REMOVING PROPERTY.  Upon taking any action described in 4.4, the OWNER shall send to the OCCUPANT, addressed to the OCCUPANT’s last known address, and to the alternative address in AGREEMENT by certified mail or by first-class mail, if the owner obtains a certificate of mailing, postage prepaid, both of the following:

   (1) A notice of lien sale that states all of the following:

   
(a) That the occupant's right to use the storage space has terminated and that the occupant no longer has access to the stored property.

   
(b) That the stored property is subject to a lien, the current amount of the lien, and that the lien will continue to increase if rent is not paid.

   
(c) That the property will be sold to satisfy the lien after a specified date that is not less than 14 days from the date of mailing the notice, unless the occupant executes and returns by certified mail a declaration in opposition to lien sale in the form set forth in paragraph 4.5.

   
(d) A statement that the occupant may regain full use of the space by paying the full lien amount prior to the date specified in 4.5 1(c). 

(e) That any excess proceeds of the sale over the lien amount and costs of sale will be retained by the owner and may be reclaimed by the occupant or claimed by another person at any time for a period of one year from the sale and that thereafter the proceeds will escheat to the county in which the sale is to take place.

   (2)  A blank declaration in opposition to lien sale that shall be

in substantially the following form:

4.6  RIGHTS OF OWNER ON TERMINATION.  Upon termination of this AGREEMENT, OWNER may, at OWNER’S option, enter the space and remove all personal property therein, clean and repair the space, and replace the lock and keys.  OWNER may, at OWNER’s option, take all actions in 4.4, 4.5, or 4.6, in the event that after notice of termination has been given in accordance with this AGREEMENT, OCCUPANT a) fails to respond, or b) does not remove the property within 14 days.  
5. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
5.1  SEVERABILITY.  In the event that any provision of this AGREEMENT is deemed invalid, the remainder of the AGREEMENT shall be held in full force and effect.  
5.2  ACCRUAL OF RENT AFTER DEFAULT.  If OWNER elects not to terminate this AGREEMENT upon any breach or default by OCCUPANT, all rent and other sums due under this AGREEMENT shall continue to accrue.
