OUTDOOR RECREATION RV PARK CONTRACT AND PARK RULE
The Ft. Irwin RV Park rules are supported by Ft. Irwin garrison command and enforced by Army Regulation 215-1 8-25
1. Homesteading or use of Army travel camps or other Outdoor Recreation facilities for temporary or permanent quarters is prohibited. All Ft. Irwin RV Park site spaces are limited to short term occupancy not to exceed one month contracts. Renewal of RV Park contracts are due on the last day of the current contract. 
2. The RV Park priority is based on first come – first serve. During full status when the RV Park has patrons on a waiting list for a space in the RV Park, the next available space goes to the next patron in line on the waiting list regardless of grade, rank, or status. When not in a full status, customers may make payments for another 30 days on the last day of their contract. 

3. Customers in a space that do not settle on the last day of their contract are subject to double their rate per day until they renew their contract or move for the next patron on the waiting list. Charges not paid may result in eviction and restriction from further use of the fort Irwin RV Park. The only exception to this rule is an explanation for tardy payment by a soldier’s immediate command on official government letterhead and at the discretion of the Outdoor Recreation Director.
4. Renting of personal RVs to others at any Army Travel Camps or other Outdoor Recreation facilities for personal financial gain is prohibited.

5. Actions by any person of any nature which may be considered dangerous, or may cause a health or safety hazard, or which are disturbing the rights of other guests are prohibited. This includes, but is not limited to, excessive noise, intoxication, fighting, and immoral or illegal acts.

6. Guests may park (1) Recreational Vehicle (RV) and (2) Personally Owned Vehicles (POVs) within the assigned space. If an occupant owns three vehicles and one of the vehicles is a motorcycle, the motorcycle may be parked behind the RV.  A car dolly (defined as a device that can carry only two wheels of a 4 wheel POV at a time) may be parked underneath or behind the RV as long as a motorcycle is not also parked behind the RV. All other trailers or equipment must be stored somewhere else. The Ft. Irwin Outdoor Recreation Center has these facilities available at a minimal cost.
7. Ft Irwin RV Park occupants may have a storage unit outside of their RV with storage space not to exceed 106 cubic feet. Two storage units may be used if together they do not exceed the 106 cubic feet of storage space. The storage units must be neatly situated. All Ft. Irwin RV Park occupants must keep their assigned area neat and clean at all times. No storage racks or constructed storage units are allowed.
8. Utility pedestals must be accessible at all times. Guests will be liable for the cost of any damages incurred to the utility pedestals or connections located at their assigned space during their contract. Guests are encouraged to point out previous damages immediately to the Outdoor Recreation personnel. Digging holes or disturbing the landscaping in any way is prohibited.
9. Graywater and Blackwater must be emptied at the approved dump site per California law and Ft. Irwin garrison command (Graywater is defined as bath water. Blackwater is defined as sewage and dishwater due to solids content). Water hoses must be disconnected from RVs at all times unless currently being used. If an occupant is suspected of dumping Graywater onto the ground, Ft. Irwin DPW environmental will be called out to investigate. Violators of this rule will be subject to contract termination and possible eviction from the NTC.
10. Vehicle repairs and/or maintenance are not allowed within the RV Park.

11. Fires are allowed only in stoves, barbecues, and Fire Department approved fire rings three feet in diameter or less, and only within your space.

12. All vehicles and RVs must be properly licensed with plate numbers listed on the information page of the contract. All vehicles must be fully operational. Truck mount campers must be properly mounted to a truck at all times. Vehicle repairs and/or maintenance are not allowed within the RV Park. MWR provides an Auto Craft facility for vehicle maintenance or repair needs for a minimal cost.
13. Owners of pets must abide by USAG policy #5 at all times and may not breach the confines of the owner’s assigned space. When the owner is not home, pets are required to be confined to portable kennels or restrained from leaving the space (this includes chains or cables that allow a pet to enter another tenant’s space). Pet feces must be disposed of immediately in a sealed receptacle. Noisy pets must be either muzzled or left in RVs with the temperature controls set at a comfortable level (legal action may be imposed upon tenants caught performing acts of animal cruelty). Otherwise they must be checked in at the Ft. Irwin kennel. Check with Fort Irwin Military Police for breeds of dogs that are not allowed on post. Pet owners must provide a copy of current shots to be kept in your file at the Outdoor Recreation Center.
14. Trash containers are provided at the RV Park site. Keep occupied area clean and sanitary at all times. Absolutely no debris and/or accumulation of trash or personal items around a tenant’s RV or surrounding area are permitted. 
15. Quiet hours are from 2200 to 0700 daily. Military Police can and will be notified if rules are not followed.

16. Check-out time is 1300 hrs on the final day of contract. Please come to the Outdoor Recreation facility at bldg #4100 to notify staff of departure. All unpaid fees or damages will result in a DD-139 pay authorization initiation, or contacting the Ft. Irwin Military Police. 
17. FMWR is not responsible for damages to persons or physical property. Physical property damage should be routed through personal property insurance if applicable.  
18. For any breach of this agreement, Outdoor Rec will make three attempts to contact you during business hours via email and/or phone. If we are unable to reach you, we will make attempts to contact you outside business hours, but not after 2100.
GUEST AGREES THAT ANY BREACH OF THESE RULES AND/OR REGULATIONS BY THE GUEST OR THEIR VISITORS CONSTITUTES A FAILURE TO ADHERE TO AN EXPRESS CONDITION OF THE GUESTS AGREEMENT AND THEREFORE IS SUBJECT TO IMMEDIATE CONTRACT TERMINATION
